As a volunteer tutor and coordinator of the Hants Literacy Network Association for fourteen years, Patricia’s indefatigable spirit, compassion and devotion to adult learners provided an enduring role model for all to emulate.
David Campbell has been involved with the Dartmouth Learning Network since 2007. His volunteer activities began with the Community Learning Program, where he helped many adults with learning challenges reach their goals. He has been an active and engaged tutor, working for extended periods of time with three different learners. 
Recently David has taken an active role in the GED Prep program, by teaching math to small groups of learners who were struggling to gain core concepts, or in the final stages of preparing to write their GED tests. David is fully engaged in the Network’s Mentor Council, helping to diversify programs and assisting in the revision of the GED Prep program to meet the needs of the transition to computer-based testing. David also shares his commitment with his family, bringing his wife to learner celebrations and games night and donating his children’s unused school supplies and reference books to the network.

What stands out most about David is the personal connection and professional rapport that he builds with his learners. David is able to gain their trust and as a result, they share with him their personal stories of coping with learning differences, specifically ADD and ADHD.  David was able to share his own learning experience of also coping with those differences, and provide some strategies and hope for his learners.  They have commented on his ability to understand their learning needs and “his way” of helping them learn.  David routinely goes above and beyond the call of duty as a mentor in supporting his learners in achieving their learning goals.
